From OhioLINK 
 

The State Library of Ohio is one of 88 OhioLINK Libraries.  Other than the State Library, OhioLINK is largely made 

up of university libraries in Ohio that share electronic resources and physical materials.  Anyone with a library 

card from the State Library of Ohio can request and check out these materials.  State employees can have 

these materials delivered to their desks. These materials include books, videos, DVDs, ebooks, eaudiobooks, 

government documents, journals and microfilm.  State employees can also find and access many of our 

electronic journals through OhioLINK.   

 

To browse the OhioLINK catalog, use the search box on the State Library homepage, www.library.ohio.gov. 

Make sure the 

OhioLINK radio 

button is selected 

Use the keyword, 

author, title, subject 

buttons to narrow your 

search results 

Input text and 

click search to see 

what’s available 

Items can be 

requested from 

the results list or 

saved for later 

Click on a 

title for more 

information 

At the bottom of 

each item in the 

list is the format 

Use this search 

box to search 

again 

Some results 

include a preview 

of the book 

Click “Search Ohio” 

to view availability in 

public libraries 

http://www.library.ohio.gov


Each record includes 

author, title and 

publisher information 

The record also 

includes all 

libraries that 

own copies of 

the item 

To request an 

item, click the 

green “request” 

button 

Click “Display 

Holdings” to view the 

availability at different 

libraries 

After clicking 

request, select 

“State Lib Ohio” 

as your institution 

Input your name 

in the first field 

Your patron ID is the 

last nine (9) digits of 

your State Library 

card number 

Choose SLO Main Library 

as pickup location.  For 

state employees, this 

selection will send items 

directly to your office 

When finished, 

click “Submit” to 

complete your 

request
