Online Journals Save Money 

Does your agency subscribe to magazines/journals? In these times of ever-tightening 
budgets, the State Library can save your agency money by 
providing many of those publications online. Because they are in 
PDF format, the journals look exactly like paper publications and 
include all graphics. You can print any article that you want. 

 
For instance, say that you are with an agency that 
subscribes to education journals. There are 244 
education journals accessible through EBSCO’s 
Education Research Complete database that are in PDF 

full-text, currently published and have no delays. Some of those 
titles are: Education; Educational Planning; Educational 
Leadership & Administration; Reading Teacher; and School 
Administrator. 
 
So how do you get to these journals? The easiest way may be to contact the Reference 
staff of the State Library (614-644-7051 or refhelp@sloma.state.oh.us) and give us the title
(s) that you want. We can quickly determine if your journal(s) are available to read 
online and tell you how to get easy free access. We can also show you what other 
readable journals on your subject are 
available. 
 
Available online journals can also be e-
mailed to you automatically every time a 
new issue is published. This is done by 
signing you up for our Current Awareness 
Table of Contents Service 
www.library.ohio.gov/research/cur_aware/
toc. The Table of Contents will allow you to 
link to each article in the journal for 
reading and/or printing. Note that the list 
we provide is only a small example of the 
journals available – click on Other at the 
bottom of the list if you want titles that are 
not on the list, and we will contact you. 

 
If you wish to find your journal(s) on your own, you can do so by 
going to the database that has it (from EBSCO or in the Electronic 
Journal Center – we will help you to determine that). Each EBSCO 
database has a Publications link at the top of the screen that 
takes you to an alphabetical list of the journal it covers. Be sure to 
note whether the journal is in PDF full-text, is current, and has no 
delays in full-text content. The Electronic Journal Center, in which 
all journals are in full-text, has an alphabetical Journals by Title 
index. 
 
At first, the process may seem complicated, but we are always 

willing to help you in any way needed. Help save your agency (or yourself) money – 
read magazines/journals on just about any topic online rather than in print. 

To access the online journals you will 
need to have a State Library of Ohio—
State Employee library patron card. You 
can register for a card online at:  

Your library patron card number will be 
emailed to you and then you will 
receive the card in the mail.
