The Between the Covers
Adult Summer Reading
Program included our
weekly Brown Bag Chats,
monthly Adult Book
Discussions, monthly Movie
Nights, and special event
programming.

Program was scheduled for
8 weeks — kickoff was same
as teen, children’s and
branch libraries scheduled
date but end date different.

Lesson Learned:
4-6 weeks maximum
8 weeks too long
